From the Grand Knight   
 

Brother Knights, 
            WOW!  Another Danish Festival has come and gone.  We had a very          
successful aebleskiver booth this year.  A big thank you to Robert Taylor and          
Michael Willadsen who co-chaired the event this year.  We all thank you for your hard 
work  and leadership in this most important fund raiser.  We had sales of a little over 
$5,000.  That’s a lot of sales when we are selling ableskivers  2 for a dollar, plus pop 
and water.  This event is very labor and time intensive and I am always impressed 
with the way people step up to meet the challenge. 
 
We had to make some last minute changes on the Thursday before the festival.        
Instead of mixing the batter on Thursday at Jorgensen’s we decided, to meet  health 
department requirements, to make the batter fresh, as needed, on Friday and Saturday.  
We moved operations to the parish kitchen/activities center and with borrowed home 
mixers, and with some hard work, we were able to keep up with the demand for batter. 
 
Meanwhile, the booth was seeing the usual long lines of festival visitors waiting for 
their chance to purchase our coveted aebleskivers.  The booth crew, with all the      
volunteer cooks did their best to keep the waiting line short. 
 
I don’t want to list any names for fear of leaving someone out,  but I am very            
impressed and so very thankful for all the help we received.  A few examples:  A man 
came to Saturday rosary at 9:00 am, probably not knowing how the rest of his day was 
about to play out.  After the rosary, he heard we were in need of help and he stayed 
until 5 pm providing a much needed service in the kitchen.  Although, due to the last 
minute plans on the batter making, we were short of personnel,  a few came and 
worked above and beyond.  One who had his daughters wedding to attend on Saturday 
showed up early Saturday morning to work a while before he had to leave for the  
wedding.   
 
Volunteers at the booth also made sacrifices, working way beyond their scheduled 
times spending many hours behind the hot burners cooking the product, and working 
in the front of the booth in the “sales” department.  Many of the volunteers are 
Knights, but many are family members, friends, and parishioners. 
 
There were a lot of people who put in a lot of hard work, time, and behind the scenes 
in the days and weeks leading up to the festival and after as well. 
 
So, again, WOW!  I know that with us being so busy working those days we may have 
failed to thank you for your long, hard, hot work.  I want to give a huge THANK 
YOU to everyone involved.  I am truly humbled and thankful to all of you.  There is 
no way we could have done it without all of your very generous help.
